To add extra protection when sending confidential documents, we ask 
that you do not send these documents as normal email attachments. We can assist you in 
electronically sending these documents in one of two secure methods:  
 

1. Through the online vault within the ​client portal 
2. An embedded Sharefile email link (we can email to you as needed)

about the accounts that we manage. If you do not already have access to the client portal and 
would like to, please let us know. The client portal link is also on the homepage of our ​website​ in 
the top right corner.
